technicians, and the Absentee Board. She thanked the Board and Board employees for assistance, County Assessor
Wayne Schwickerath for the use of his conference room for in-person absentee voting, Information Technology, lowa
State University, the League of Women Voters, Secondary Roads, and Facilities Management.

Olson moved, Heddens seconded the approval of Resolution #21-37 certifying the results of the election. Motion carried
unanimously (MCU) on a roll call vote.

Heddens moved, Olson seconded to declare the canvass complete and to certify the results of the election to the proper
jurisdiction (on file in the Auditor's Office). Roll call vote. (MCU)
