May take two to three months, Board of Supervisors Action Required for Approval

Record
If the request is approved by the Board of 

Adjustment, P&D staff record the ordinance and any 
attachments

If request denied, cannot re-apply for 
one year

P&D staff prepare a resolution setting a date for a 
public hearing. For public hearing, P&D staff prepare 
staff report with the Commission’s recommendation, 
ordinance, and place request  on Board of Supervisors

The Board hears the request at three 
separate hearings, unless waived

Applicant and public may address the 
Board after a staff presentation

Notice

P&D staff send notice one week prior to Planning
and Zoning Commission and Board of Supervisors 
meetings once a submittal is complete. Staff also 

prepares publication for official newspapers

Property owners within ¼ mile, cities, 
school districts, & utilities are notified

Applicant encouraged to contact 
neighbors prior to notice

Submittal1. 
Application, fee, site plan, and narrative explaining 
how the proposed use will meet the Standards for 

Approval from Section 92.06.2 submitted to the 
Planning and Development Department (P&D)

Attorney may be used to prepare 
application, but not required

If not rezoning entire parcel, a legal 
description/survey required

County Staff review complete submittalsReview
Revisions to the request and multiple 
rounds of review comment are typical2.

P&D staff prepare staff report and recommendation 
and place request on Planning and Zoning
